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Kids’ Voice provides three main programs to serve the best interests of children: the Derelle Watson-Duvall Children’s Law Center
of Indiana, the Supervised Parent-Child Visitation program and the Bette J. Dick GAL for Kids program.

The Derelle Watson-Duvall Children’s Law Center of Indiana provides legal information and training for attorneys, judges, child
service professionals and the general public. Our main areas of education include adoption, Guardian ad Litem, Children in Need of
Services (CHINS), delinquency, guardianship/third party custody, paternity establishment and termination of the parent-child
relationship. The Childrens’ Law Center (CLCI) is continually educating and training the community, legal professionals and
volunteers; this year 22 educational presentations were given by CLCI staff to 965 individuals, staff responded to 291 inquiries from
attorneys and the public regarding children’s legal issues, and 57 case law updates and articles were posted to our website. The on-
going updates and information on the website are another demonstration of achieving our mission by providing
current and accurate materials for legal issues that involve children. The information was accessed by 31,616
visitors to our website, www.kidsvoicein.org, during this past year.

The Supervised Parent-Child Visitation program provides fully supervised parenting time (visitation) for children
with their parents pursuant to court order or the parties’ written agreement. This year, the 856 hours of parent-
child visitations supervised by Kids’ Voice provided a safe, secure environment for families to interact and offer
the children family time that is central to them. The supervisors are screened and trained by Kids’ Voice and keep
detailed notes regarding observations of each session. Kids’ Voice program staff meets with the family prior to
parenting time to provide information to ensure a comfortable, safe visit for the child.

The Bette J. Dick GAL for Kids program provided court appointed Guardian ad Litem representation for children in
191 cases in guardianship, adoption, dissolution of marriage and patemnity cases during this reporting period. The Program is staffed
by attorneys who recruit, train, assign, supervise and provide legal representation for community volunteers. Volunteers make home
visits; interview various individuals involved in the child's care, education and support; and review criminal history and Child Protection
Service records before preparing reports and recommendations for the Court. Volunteers also participate in settlement negotiations
and may testify. Volunteers are immune from civil liability by statute in dissolution proceedings.

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Four siblings in Marion County, ages 7, 5, 3 and 2, were living with their mother and her
current boyfriend (Susan and Joe). Joe has been convicted for battery to a minor. The
maternal Aunt, Karen, becomes increasingly concerned about her nieces and nephews.
There are unexplained injuries, poor academic performance, little to no hygiene and
bed wetting, as well as police runs to their home for domestic violence between Susan
and Joe.

After the police became involved due to different accounts of severe bruising on one of
her nieces, Karen contacted an attorney. A Hearing was set and the Court appointed
Kids’ Voice as Guardian ad Litem for the children. After several months of extensive
interviews and gathering information about the lives of these children, and receiving full
disclosure of the previous conviction of Joe, the Guardian ad Litem'’s report
recommended, and the Court agreed, that temporary Guardianship should be given to
their Aunt and a hearing date for permanent guardianship was set.

The Guardian ad Litem continued with the investigation and tracked the progress of the
children since moving in with their Aunt. Susan agreed to a more permanent
Guardianship. The Guardianship agreement lists the numerous requirements Susan
will need to meet before being in a position to petition the Court to have the
Guardianship terminated.

Now, the most basic needs of security and nourishment, both emotional and physical,
are more than being met for these little kids and they are flourishing in Karen’s care.
They have regular supervised visitation with their Mother in Karen’s home and are
attempting to build a new relationship with her. There are wounds that will need to be
addressed and given the chance to heal, as well as trust that will need to be rebuilt.
But now more than ever, these kids have a chance — a chance to simply BE kids.
