The Derelle Watson-Duvall Childrenõs Law Center of 
Indiana provides legal information and training for attorneys, 
judges, child service professionals and the general public.  Our 
main areas of education include adoption, Guardian ad 
Litem, Children in Need of Services (CHINS), delinquency, 
guardianship/third party custody, paternity establishment and 
termination of the parent-child relationship.  The Childrenôs 
Law Center (CLCI) is continually educating and training the 
community, legal professionals and volunteers; this year 1054 
individuals were educated and informed by Kidsô Voice through 
presentations, trainings, and distribution of our CHINS 
Deskbook and 2009 Cumulative Supplement.  Our staff 
responded to 424 inquiries from attorneys and the public 
regarding childrenôs legal issues and 45 case law updates, 1 
book, and 18 legal articles were posted to our website.  The 
on-going updates and information on the website are another 
demonstration of achieving our mission by providing current 
and accurate materials for legal issues that involve children.  
The information was accessed by 934,262 hits to our website, 
www.kidsvoicein.org, during this past year. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

The Supervised Parent-Child Visitation program provides 
fully supervised parenting time (visitation) for children with their 
parents pursuant to court order or the partiesô written 
agreement.  This year, the 998 hours of parent-child 
visitations supervised by Kidsô Voice provided a safe, secure 
environment for families to interact and offer the children family  

time that is central to them. Supervisors are screened 
and trained by Kidsô Voice and keep detailed notes 
regarding observations of each session. Kidsô Voice 
program staff meets with the family prior to parenting 
time to obtain and provide information to ensure a 
comfortable, safe visit for the child. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The Bette J. Dick GAL for Kids program provided court 
appointed Guardian ad Litem representation for children in 227 
cases in guardianship, adoption, dissolution of marriage and 
paternity cases during this reporting period.  The Program is 
staffed by attorneys who recruit, train, assign, supervise and 
provide legal representation for community volunteers.  
Volunteers make home visits; interview various individuals 
involved in the childôs care, education and support; and review 
criminal history and Child Protection Service records before 
preparing reports and recommendations for the Court.  
Volunteers also participate in settlement negotiations and may 
testify. Volunteers are immune from civil liability by statute in 
dissolution proceedings.

Ryan and his siblings were appointed a Guardian ad Litem (GAL) from Kidsô 

Voice.  The GAL learned that Ryanôs uncle and aunt had always welcomed them 

into their home, where the children felt comfortable, stable and loved. Uncle and 

Aunt requested custody of Ryan and his siblings. The 

GAL completed a full investigation and recommended 

the requested custody with Uncle and Aunt. 

 

Six months after placement with his Uncle and Aunt, 

Ryan and his siblings finally received a life free from 

drugs, violence, and constant disruption. Ryanôs 

behavior and learning issues had already improved, and 

he found himself with a home full of nourishment, both 

emotional and physical, stability and full of loveðwhat 

every child needs and deserves.
